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1. Introduction and background

1 The purpose of the Etigh Indices of Deprivation 20158 to identify small areas of England which
are experiencing multiple aspects of deprivation. It replabesindices of Deprivation 20185 the
official measure of deprivation in England.

1 The ID 201%rovides a relative ranking of areas across England (and therefore Brighton & Hove
according to their level of deprivation

91 ID 2015is based on the small area geography known as Lower Sugput Areas (LSOAS). LSOAs
have between 1,000 and 3,000 people living in them with an average population of 1,500 people.

1 Theae are32,482 LSOAs in England and &6Bridhton & Hove. This allows the identification of
small pockes of deprivation at ageographical level lower thatme ward. At the time of 1D2010
Brighton & Hove had 164 LSOAs, gaining one by the splitting in two of the LSOA based around t
New England Quarter.

1 ThelD 2015 are based on 37 separate indicators, orgahiaeross sevemlistinct domainsof
deprivation which are combined, using appropriate gigs, to calculate the IMD 2015 his is an
overall measure of multiple deprivation experienced by people living in an ardasacalculated
for everyLSOAr neighbourhood, in Engha. Everyt SOAn England is ranked according to its level
of deprivationrelative to that of other areas.The LSOA ranked ong the most deprived and that
ranked 32,482 is the least deprived.

1 ThelD 2015is based on broadly the same methodology as the 2010 Indices. Although it is not
possible to use the Indices to measure changes in the level of deprivation in places over time, it |
possible to explore changes in relative deprivation, or changes in theerpatif deprivation,
between this and previous updates of the Indices.

1 The ID 2015 is measure of relativedeprivation; at the opposite end of the scale it does not
measure affluence. The higher ranked LSS plycontain less deprivatiothan the lowerranked
LSOAbut donot give any indication as to the relative affluence of an area.

2. The seven domains of deprivation.

The seven domains that make up the IMD 2015 are;

Income Deprivation Domain : Measures theproportion of the population experiencing deprivation
relating to low income. The definition of low income used includes both those people that a@f-out
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work, and those that are in work but who have low earnings (and who satisfy the respective mean:
tests). The domain estimates actual numbers of people living in income deprivation in a given areas

Employment Deprivation Domain : Measures the proportion of the working age population in an
area involuntarily excluded from the labour market. This incluglesple who would like to work but
are unable to do so due to unemployment, sickness or disability, or caring responsibiliieslomain
estimates actual numbers of people living in employment deprivation in a given areas.

Education, Skills and Training Deprivation Domain : Measures the lack of attainment and skills in
the local population. The indicators fall into two sdbmains: one relating to children and young
people and one relating to adult skills.

Health Deprivation and Disability Domain : Measues the risk of premature death and the
impairment of quality of life through poor physical or mental health. The domain measures morbidity,
disability and premature mortality but not aspects of behaviour or environment that may be predictive
of future heath deprivation.

Crime Domain : The Crime Domain measures the risk of personal and material victimisation at local
level.

Barriers to Housing and Services Domain : Measures the physical and financial accessibility of
housing and local services.

Living Environment Deprivation Domain . The Living Environment Deprivation Domain measures
the quality of the local environmentThe indicators fall into two suB2 Y Ayad ¢KS WA
SYPANRYYSYG YSIadaNBa GKS ljdzr t AGe 27F Kzoddsy 3T
measures of air quality and road traffic accidents.

There are alstwo supplementary indicethat are sub-sets of the Income Deprivation Domain.

Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI): Measures the proportion of all children
aged Oto 15 livingin income deprived families.

Income Deprivation Affecting Older People Index (IDAOPI): Measures the proportion of all
those aged 60 or over who experience income deprivation.

Each of these domains is based on a basket of indicators. As farpossible, each indicator is based
on data from the most recent time point available; in practice most indicators in the Indices of
Deprivation 2015 relate to the tax year 2012/13.

IMD 2015 can be found in appendix 1

Index of Multiple Deprivation 2015 (IMD 2015)

Out of 326 authorites, Brighton & Hove is ranked 16#st deprivedauthority in England (using the
most commonly used summary measure, average scofé)s means we are amotte third (31 per

cent) most deprived authoritiesn England In IMD 2010 we were ranked 66 most deprived, meaning
we have become less deprived relative to other authorities. Relative to other authorities, Brighton &
Hove has seen the eighth biggest improvement in its IMD ranking (ididéow).

Looking at the IMD at the LSOA level there are 17 neighbourh@d@dger cent)in the 10 per cent
most deprived in England, the same number as were in the 10 per cent most deprived in the 201
index. Of the 17 neighbourhoscturrently in the 10 per cent most deprived, 15 were also in the 10
per cent most dprived in the 2010 index.

The most deprived Brighton & Hove neighbourhood is the northern area of the Whitehawk Estate anc
is ranked 331 out 082,482 most dprived in England. In total five LSOAs in the city are in the 500

ward. In total 34 LSOAs in Brighton & Hove (21 per cent) are in the 20 per cent most degeas in
England.
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Map 1 below, shows that deprivation is distributed across the whole of the city but is more
concentrated in some areas than otheli$ie highest concentration of deprivation is in the Whitehawk,
Moulsecoomb, and Hollingbury areasi®fK S OA (& odzi Ffaz2z F2dzyR | NP dz
Road. To the west of the city deprivation is more isolated but equally deprived and includes
neighbourhoods aroundownlands DriveHove station, Portslade Academy, the Knoll Estate, North
Handeton, Church Road in South Portslade and Ingram Crescent East and West. In Woodingde
there is one neighbourhood based around Cowley Road and Bexhill Road. All these areas are in the
per cent most deprived in England.

quintile and slightlymore than expected number of LS®A the fourth quintile. However we have
near to the expected number of LSOAs in the first most deprived quitite more in thesecond
quintile.

For the Income, Employment and Crimerdains we have fewer LSOAs than expected in both the first
and fifth quintiles with more than the expected number of LSOAs in and arthenthird and fourth
quintiles.

For the Education, Skills and Training, Health Deprivation and Disability, and the Barriers to Housing
Services domains we have about the expected number of LSOAs in the most d€fmstequintile.
However, while the Education, Skills & Training donteas more than the expected number of LSOAs
in the least deprived fiftrguintile the Health Deprivation & Disability and therfBers to Housing &
Servies domaindave respectivelpnly seven and one LSOA in the least deprived quintile.

For the Livingenvironment we have more than twice the expected number of LSOAs in the most
deprived (first) quintile, lower than the expected number the fourth quintile and only three LSOAs in
the least deprived fifth quintile.

4.1.2 Income deprivation affecting children (IDACI )

Of 326 local authoritiegn England Brighton & Hove is ranked 140 mastomedeprived for children,
meaning that we argust in the third quintile (43 per cent) ohost deprivedauthoritiesin England
Nearly one in five chilén aged under 16 (18 per cent, 8,20hildren) live in income deprivation.
However in one LSOA iMoulsecoomb more than three in five lildren (61 per cent, 222 childrgn
live in income depvation. In anotherl3 LSOg# two in five (40 per cent)or more childrenlive in

income deprivation.

In total 14 LSOAs in Brighton & ¥0(8 per cent) are in th#0 per cent most deprived in England and
30 LSOAs (18 Per cent) in the 20 per cent most degri Eight of ten LSOAs in Moulsecoomb &
Bevendean wards and six out of nine LSOAs in East Brighton ward are 20 thest deprived in

England (map 3 below).

This means
we are just in the third quintile (44 per cent) of most deprived authorities in Enghoce than one in
ten working agedesidentsaged18to 59/64 (11 per cent, 20,55people) are employment deprived.

Eight ¢
of ten LSOAs in Moulsecoomb & Bevendean ward, six out of nine LSOAs in East Brighton ward and fc
out of seven LSOAs in North Portslade ward are in the ten per cent most deprived areas in England
(map 7 below).
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
